All – solid white shirt (no text), black dress pants (no leggings, jeans, athletic pants, or skirts), black dress shoes (no sneakers or tennis/athletic shoes; ladies – closed toe and not more than 1” heel), solid black socks or black nylon socks

Chamber Ensemble 
Boys – black tuxedo jacket, white dress shirt, black dress pants, black dress shoes, black socks. Red vests/ties are provided.
Girls – black nylons, black closed toe shoes (no more than 1” heel). Black dresses are provided.

Grading

Daily Participation – 50% of total grade
[bookmark: _GoBack]Students may earn up to 3 points daily. The points are based on the students’ ability to successfully meet expectations (a-f) as listed below. If no marks are made on students’ point sheet, the student earned 3 points each day. Mrs. Coleman will only mark days that were less than 3 points and will cite which expectation was not met.

Students are expected to follow the choir room expectations:

a. Participate and contribute to the choir in a positive way.
b. Be engaged and ready to learn.
c. Maintain a positive attitude.
d. Be ready to go, in their seats before the bell rings.
e. Bring all related materials to class (folder, book, pencil).
f. Place cell phone in folder slot in the choir room during class.


Projects/Quizzes/Assignments – 25% of total grade
Students will complete a weekly “Listening Log”. Quizzes and other assignments will be given at the discretion of Mrs. Coleman. 

Performances/Events – 25% of total grade
Students will receive a grade for attending each required event. If absent from a required event, students can make up their points by meeting with Mrs. Coleman outside of choir class within one week of the missed event to perform their songs for her. Students are responsible for talking to Mrs. Coleman to set up an appointment. Failure to do so will result in a zero for the event grade.

Bathroom Policy
Students are expected to use the restroom in between classes, however, if it is an emergency Mrs. Coleman will allow students to use the bathroom. Only 1 person may be in the bathroom at a time. Students must show the bathroom signal to Mrs. Coleman and receive approval, then take the hall pass lanyard and click on the ‘bathroom light’ located near the door when exiting. The pass and light should be turned back off upon returning. Mrs. Coleman reserves the right to revoke this privilege if she feels it is being abused. 


Cell Phone Policy
If students carry his/her cell phone on them, the phone should be placed in their choir folder slot during class time to prevent distractions. Deviance of this rule will result in a zero in daily points.
